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Is This Rational?

You have to like Thomas, honest, blunt, pragmatic, and practical. He doesn't take anything at
face value, not even from his best friends, the other disciples who have spent as much time with
Jesus as he has. Perhaps grief forces him against the wall of denial. He needs more reassurance
than their shared testimony brings. He wants to know Jesus is alive. Perhaps he suspects it,
vibrations from the others knocking at his heart. Now Jesus walks straight to Thomas, holds out
his hands, pulls back one side of his robe. "Thomas. Here | am. See me. Touch me. Feel me.
Know me." What does blunt, pragmatic Thomas do? Well, he doesn't touch Jesus as he insisted
he would, but stands there rooted only in his confession of faith.

Is it the same for us? Can it be that simple? We gather at an altar set with bread and wine,
foretaste of the feast to come, the promise by which God holds our hearts. We come, like
Thomas, to Jesus. We want proof. We need to know this is real. We want a rational explanation
for what is happening to us and those we love. Thus, carrying our offerings with us—doubt,
fear, anxiety, uncertainty, grief, anger, wonder, joy—we stand in our insistence. We want to see
Jesus.

We get water, promises, bread, wine, more promises. We get the body and blood of Christ.
We also get each other, our brothers and sisters, including the children of God within our faith
family who consistently drive us nuts. Yet there we stand, and there is Jesus. Touched. Smelled
and tasted. Heard and seen. Jesus. Is this rational? No. Is this surprising? Yes. Is this
believable? Hardly. Unless, of course, one has faith.
